-OUTDOOR FAUCET COVERS - PUT 'EM ON
Winter weather and freezing temperatures will be
here before we know it. Help get your home ready
for Old Man Winter by disconnecting hoses and
covering outside faucets with insulated covers. If
you don't already have a faucet cover handy,
come on down to the maintenance shop - we've
got them for free! And, help ensure your furnace is
operating at tip-top shape by replacing filters
often. Not only does replacing the filter help your
furnace run more efficiently it can also help
reduce maintenance issues. Free furnace filters are
available at maintenance.

If you plan on being away from home during these
chilly months be sure to leave heat set to 60° to
help avoid returning home to frozen/busted pipes.

HOLIDAY DECORATING/LIGHTING

Holiday lighting is only allowed from Thanksgiving until
the second weekend in January, between 5PM and
10PM. Holiday lighting must be turned off when you are
not home. Please remove lighting and holiday
decorations by the weekend of January the 13th.
